J tis the present intention of A. S. A. to enter no school not of the high , 
est rank, and to consider none where the fac ulty is not in sympathy 
wi ch the sorority. 

Alpha Beta Chapter of Alpha Sigma Alpha was first known in 
Kirksville as Kappa Theta Pst but in l9H it changed from a local to a 
National organization.
