Gul ick may be attributed the honor of starting the first 
Camp Fire. It had been a custom of the Gulick fa milv for tll"enty years 
to go camping on t he Thames River in Connect icut every summer Their 
children grew up in a ,·cry close companionship ll"i t h Xaturc. Outsiders 

soon began to discover the va lue of thei r experience, a nd t hey were in demand at other 
summer camps. So, in order to keep the fam ily together while camping, :\Irs. Gulick 
organized the fi rst Camp Fire, giving it the na me ' · \\'ohelo". It ll"as built on the strong 
foundation of ll"Ork, health and love. It is from th is spark that the magnificent flame of 
the national cam p fire organization has been kindled , and it is lo the wonderful ~frs. 
Gulick t hat \\'C a rc indebted for the many beautiful things ,vhich camp fire life gi,·cs us. 

The system of honors was developed from the idea that a ll \\'Ork can be made pleas­
.ant and interesting if the right attitude is taken to\\'ards it. It teaches girls to mee t 
\\'ith patience and good cheer t he ha rdships \\'hich fa ll to \\'Oman 's lot as a homemaker. 
One is taught to regard bodi ly v igor and control as a mea ns to spiritual health , and the 
li fe spent out of doors earning health honors is, indeed, " ·orth \\'hile. 

So the glo\\'ing coals from that first fire have been carried far , and ma ny new fires 
h,1xc been lighted, carrying the camp fire spirit of \\'Ork , health , and lo,·e to a ll parts of 
America. At the present time there a re 38,987 camp f:rc girl s and 3,439 guardians.

Sin ce that time ten camps have been organized , t lwrc being eight act ive ones no\\' \\'ilh 
a n Pnrollment of nearl y one hundred l\\·enty girls.

HE July sun \\'US up and busily engaged in drying the copious clew, a nd t he 
a ir was fresh and fragrant wi th the breath of the beautiful morning. X a­
ture 's melody filled the a ir \\'i t h sweet songs of peace, and even the tiniest 
Ao,rnr held up its cup of nectar to drink to t he health and joy of t he world . 

It is difficult fo r one to concentrate his mind on the contents of printed pages when such 
a volume of natu re lies open before him . Lay ing clown the book \\'hich for some 
moments I had been forcing myself to read , I arose and breathed deeply clown in to 
my very soul X ature's precious gift, and strolled down through the orchard. 

During t he past two , ·ears I had been away to co llege in the congested city. The 
old farm seemed altogether different to me now. Practically a ll of the t \\'enty years 
t hat I had labored and perspired here had been a clrnclgery. This was especially trne 
t he last t h ree or four yea rs prior to my leaving for co llege. I saw nothing about the farm 
but \\'Ork, work, \\'Ork. From earl y morning until late at night I \\'aS compelled to \\'Ork 
in cl rndger.v . The morn ing chores had to be clone before t he daily farm work was begun , 
and then t here \\'as t he evening choring to finish up. It \\'US usua lly rather late before I 
had an opportuni ty to retire. If I enjoyed myself with other young people, it meant 
t hat I had a day's work before me \\'i t hou t sleep. ::\Iy naps were short enough a t best, 
a lt hough I slept soundly from the time I landed in bed until I was awakened by what I 
pleased to te rm the harsh voice of m,· father; " \Yell , J ohn , it is time for you to roll out 
of t here and milk the cows", or, "Crawl out of there and get the team ready. \\'e wa nt 
to get t he oats cut today". These calls came at such an earl y hour that one might 
suppose t hat the cows and oats were wild and had to be slipped up on . 

There were many other t hings to add to my discomfort on the farm. Over on one 
side of t he fa rm there was a bunch of swine that had to be feel every nigh t a nd morning 
and t he noisy grnnt and squeal is about a ll that I got out of my association with them , 
except hard work. On a nother secl uded spot of t he farm thNe \\'US a herd of lo,dy 
cows that seemed to enjoy eat ing. Then there were the blea ting sheep, the bray ing 
mules, the neighing horses- all to be looked after. From morning till night I hea rd 
these annoying sounds, and a big pa rt of the night , as well , a nd I had become' so disgusted 
with t hem a ll that I longed for the t ime to come when animals would go out of dale. I 
presume my state of mind \\'HS due to t he untimely hour at \\'hjch l did the caring for 
t hPlll. 

\\'hile away from the old homestead l got many new and useful ideas relating lo 
eountry life. .As Agricul t ure was one of the principal studies in eollegc I st udied it to 
keep in ha rmony with the surroundings. I began to find many faults with the teaching 
right from the beginning. The statement that I had so oft en heard, '· Book lcnrning is 
nol practical", came back to me as a real fact. They taught that it was foolish lo plant 
potatoes" in t hC' moon ", a nd it was just as foolish lo kill the hogs·' in the moon ". \\'h C' n 
my fat her had practic·ed this succC'ssfully all of his life 1 knC'w that it was all right Su c· h 

134 



expressions did not suit my taste at all , but I had Lo li sten to t hem . As t ime wC'nt on, 
however, I began to sympathize with the tC'achcr's ideas, and fin ally becanw convincC'd 
that t he old theory was theory indeed. 

By experiment, I learned that a balance of ration, fed regul arly, produces bC'ttcr 
results and is more economical than the old haphazard method of feeding. I a lso learned 
that by proper farm management, one can do the same amount of choring in one hour 
t hat ordina ril y takes three or four hours. Before many months I became interC'stecl in 
stock feeding and really longed for the time when I should return to t he clear old farm 
to help revolutionize it . The grunt and sq ueal of t he hogs, t he lowing of thC' cattk, the 
neighing of the horses, and the bleating of tlw shC'cp had conw lo n1C'an more' to mC' than 
mere annoying sounds.

Looking in the direction from 
which t he sound was coming, I espied "old Pete", one of our fa it hful old mules, gaz ing 
in to a tree. I knew, however, that it was not "old Pete's" voice that I !ward. :\Iy 
curiosity was aroused immediately. \\' hen I drew near the t ree, I was grcally shocked 
at the sigh t before me. There, in t he tree was a rather insignificant looking rC'd apple 
standing on a suitable platform lectu ring to "old Pete ", with t he greatest oratorical 
display.

T a mass meeting held Thursday afternoon, D ecember 16, the students of 

the Kirksv ille State Normal School formed a student organization accord­
ing to the plan of a const itution which t hey had adopted in t he ea rly part 

of the meeting. A Student Council and a Senate 1--ere established, and a 
number of officers wC'rC' elected. Of these, :\Ir. D . E. Xea le was elected President, :\Iiss 
PhradiC' \Yells, Secretary, a nd :\Ir. LC'o Pet ree, TreasurC'r. 

At a fo rmer meet ing a set of resolu t ions, drafted by a comm ittee composed of :\Iessrs. 
Peltz, \\ ' right and i\'eale, had been adopted. These resolutions set forth a plan for t he 
preparation of a const itut ion, under whi ch it was proposed that a student organ izat ion 
b<' formed. This plan met the g<'nernl approva l of t he students, a nd it was a lmost una ni­
mously accepted. An organizat ion, t he like of which has never bC'en known in th is 
school bdore, was lhe result . 

As adopted, t he const itution of th is organization pro,·ides fo r a Student Count il , 
and a Senate. T lw Counci l is to be composed of a ll resident stud6nts doing regular class 
work. T he Senate is to be composed of the Presidents of t he organi zed classes, t he 
IC'a<ler,; of the various school act ivities, the Editor in Chief of the Index, and representa­
t ives from a ll organiza,tions which the Senate shall recognize. 

Provisions 11·ere also made in the const itution for the qualificat ion and duties of the 

officers , for the duties a nd powers of both Council a nd Senate, and for amendments 
which may be necessary from time to lime. 

Whi le the organization bears t lw hearty approval of the a<lminist ration it is of im­
portance lo note that the movement is of student initia tive. It has been planned a nd 
introdu<'ed by students, has been organized a nd accepted by the students abso lu tely of 
llwir own free will , a nd is, for a ll time lo come , distinctly a S1'uDEKT or.,anizat ion, the 
extensi,·e plan of which is seldom attempted by undcrgraduo.te studenb. 

In its work thC' orga nization has never attempted anything border ing on the spec­
t,wular. It has worked quietly and effectively, and by its careful attent ion to busincs. 
has proved its abil ity to fulfil the purpos<' for which it was brought in to existC'nce. 

Tlw students of the Kirksville State Nonna! School a rc to be congratulated upon 
the earnest ness with wh ich they have begu n this timely enterprise , and upon the zea l 
with which they ure attempting the solution of thei r own problems.
