A remarkable thing in the histor_v of pep meetings had occurred. It "·as 
so quiet that one could easil~- han• heard the proverbial pin s\\·ish through thC' 
air in the proverbial drop.

A group of students, (the term student is here usC'd in the masculine' sense) 
with the inlC'l'es t of IC S. T. C. sincerely at heart , saw the needs of the situa­
tion, and organized the Pep Squad in order to reestablish the high grade of 
rooting for which the school has been famous in the past. 

The first phase of active aggressive support was the massing together of 
some forty of the strongest male voi<"es in the colle11:c pep meetings and games. 
This resulLC'd in complete team work and utmost effort of everybody in thC' 
yelling and al tendance. 

To relieve the tedium of thC' wail het\\·een halves the Pep Squad gave stunts 
on the field. Not only were the ludicrous antics of the pC'l'formers highly en­
tC'l'ta ining hut they resulted in a material increase of enthusiasm amon11: lhC' 
student body. 

The firs t stunt ,ms the now historic bull fight staged bet WC'en halves of 
the game with the Blucjays. The cheer kader, finding lhal hi,-, efforts were 
meeting with lessening response, turned to disco,·er the reason; and saw capC'r­
ing upon the field a hull , followed by three men on horse's, lhC' like of whieh 
had never before been seen outside of Lhe Barney and Bailum C'ireus 1 

In front ran a very agilP youth waving the WC'll known red rag. As he 
continued lo tanta lize' the uncouth c-realur<' , the horsemen , brandishing lrC'­
mendously long spears, closed in . One was crashC'cl to the ground but befor<' 
he was gorC'd the animal had bC'en thrown and clispalchecl by lhC' use of a pro­
digious sword . \"pry quickly hC' was loaded into the butcher earl and the fiC'ld 
cleared for the game. 

The P<'p Squad look advantage of the interlude in the CC'nlral (:anw to 
bury the sc·hools that had been clPf PalC'cl , lo the accompaniment of tlw .\. R. 0. 
Band , SC'c·11rC'd C'RJ)C'ciall_y for thC' oceasion . 

ImnwcliatC'ly heforC' thi s tlH' Pc•p Squad had pC'rs11:tclC'd an aviator with 
the• " K " banners on lh C' plarlC''s wings lo fly above the blC'achers. 
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Aga in during t he T arkio ga me a hila rious yet very strenuous version of 
a " footba ll " ga me was played. Several o t her original form ations were first 
practiced in t his game. 

" Bosco," t he only educated t urkey ever seen on t he campus, was a fea­
t ure of the Tha nksgiv ing D ay ga me. A " mov ie" camera was ut ili zed to film 
t he hun t. 

The team was always escor ted to t he t rain by t he student body, assisted 
by t he P ep Squad . B y t he end of t he season , however, en thusiasm was at 
such a height t he student body was qui te able to d o its own rooting. 

The Osteopath goat's capt m e. t he realistic a nd ve ry rem a rka ble game of 
B asketba ll up-to-date as well as t he D onkey a nd E leph a n t recept ion accorded 
J\fr . F a ir on his Plcction, a rc but par ts of t he P ep Squad activit ies . 

H owever, even t hese t hings cost some m oney . Accordingly t he studen ts 
generously fill ed t he stockings of t he P ep Sq uad wit h min or varieties of t he 
Simoleon , a nd t he expenses of t he P ep campa ign were met. 

Sin ce P ep is what B ulldogs li ve on we d o not in te nd t hl'y shall ever go 
half fed again. K eeping ever in mind its motto "All ha nds on deck" t he Pep 
Squ ad rema ins on gua rd over t he school spi r it of t he K . S. T . C .

H E absence of P rofessor Violette all the year, and of P rofessor Fair 

fo r most of the time, has been keen ly fe lt by t he Society, a nd has 
detracted much from the open discussion for wh ich the Society 
has long been famous. As it was qui te likely t hat meetings held 

on Saturday morning could not be attclldcd by several of t he other members 
of t he faculty, and a lso by students who might find other work necessary at 
t hat t ime, t he hour of meet ing for t he year was changed to 'l'Vcdnesday even­
ing. As a resul t t he attendance at the meetings has been excellent, and inter­
est was much better. 

There has been a slight alteration of t he character of the programs. Pro­
fessor Cross, who came to t he Tcachrrs College from t he Un iversity of ·wyoming, 
gave us a very in teresting discussion of t he attit ude of the far \Vest towards 
t he J apanese Question. Later in the year M iss Tatum d iscussed t he acts of 
t he League of Nations Assembly at Geneva, which gave us a connected account, 
of t he Activity of t he organizai ion. Still later P rofessor Oppenheim , who 
came to Kirksville from Columbia University in New York, read a paper on the 
presen t Russian sit uation . 

It will be recalled t hat fo r the_ past two years the H istor ical Society has 
been a ffili ated with t he In tr-rn a tio1rnl Helations Clubs, t hrough which we ob­
tain each year a number of exceed ingly valuable books on matte rs of publ ic 
interest. Through this organ izat ion we a lso had the pleasure of hearing an 
address delivered by Baron I<orff an eminent R ussian authority on t he Revo­
lu t ion and organi zation of the Sovci( government of R ussia. T his lecture 
was enj oyed alike by t he members of t he Society, many other students and 
F acul ty members, and by a la rge num bC'I' of townspeople. 

During the year an amendment to t he constit ut ion was proposed and 
adopted , creating a new kind of membershi p- Con cspondi ng M embers. Old 
students, for m0r members of t he society, or teachers of history or t he social 
science in N or theast Missouri. The only duty of a corresponding mem ber is 
to wri te an occasiona l letter to ei t her t he secretary of t he Society, or some mem­
ber of t he faculty, describing unique condi t ions in t he vicinity where he lives; 
asking questions as to some method of teaching history whi ch may have proved 
t roublesome, or proposing questions for discussion at t he regular meetings of 
the Society. The object of t his change has been, in par t, to pu t t he members 
of t he Society in close touch wi t h the problems of teachers in the field; in part 
to keep connections wi th old members, m any of whom live far from M issouri , 
and may be able to write us about condi tions in a far more effective fashion 
than t hat of a magazine.

our respects to t he Announcements, whi ch are such an important par t of 
our daily assembly. These announcements a re read by Presiden t IGrk 
or other presiding officers free of cha rge, t hough the advert isers' union 
objects, and decla res t hat announ cements are only spoken adverti sements 
and should be charged for at union rates . 

Our staff statistician has compiled the dope as to announcements and 
announces t hese startling figures : 

STATISTICS 

There a re on t he average 14.75 announcements da ily, 5 clays a week, 
48 weeks a year, or an annual total of 3,740. These 3,740 a rc heard by 
an average of 713 people per clay, and as each one takes an average of 
24.6 seconds to deliver, t hese take up during a year 68,058,852.0 seconds 
of somebody's t ime, which reduced to higher denominations is t he equi va­
lent of 788 clays, or over two years, and arc t herefore wor th S-! ,000 to 
$5,000, if some one could be induced to listen to t hem for 24 hours a day . 
Of the 713 people who hear t hem only about 2.75% heed them. Just 
t hink of t he t ime and energy thrown away ! 

An average of 69.4% of these a nnouncements were fo r called meet­
ings. 

During t he past year t he ukulele campfi re sen t up 38 announcement 
t he terwhoppas 45 announcements; t he kulux vampire 32 announcements; 
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the wantakowas 43; t he mcn-o-my-necR 29 ; t he runaways 30 ; t he ilikc­
caskey 27 ; the kinuckles 52 ; a ll others 55 . The prize, a t in car t rumpet, 
goes therefore to t he last named group. 

N ot a single announ cement was made by or for t ry lammin your 
stepson fraterni ty, sic 'cm sic 'cm sic 'cm ciga ri ty, the a lfa lfa ciga rettia 
(you know me, al), or t he delta hand to epperso n (t his is an infringement 
of your copyrigh t , P. 0. ), bu t our new honory frate rni ty, t he apple pies, 
got across on ce. 

The regi* sent up 13 noticcR whi ch cost 9.5 cen ts each, on t he aver­
age, if you didn 't hear t hem. The 2d tary a lso sen t up 7, bu t not such 
expensive ones. 

The facul ty made 73 .69% of t he announcements or were responsible 
therefor. M csscrs bray, howl , and miss fidl er of the music dept. were 
active. Drag recd of t he cnglish dep t . was often v isible. Misses gray, 
browne and green (t . j. and c.) of t he pa in t ing dept . were a lso . The auto­
mechani cs dept . was occasiona lly t here wi th the person of clean carr. 
There was no pri ze offered. 

Occasionally the boys Rend up a fake announ cement like when t hey 
asked mr. jamison to speak about what came to his house in fcbrua ry 
(editor: I really know what words to capi talize, bu t I've got to get some 
humor in this somehow), bu t presiden t kirk won't read t he fake ones. 
When he is down to the legislature or off somewhere gc' t t ing robbed by 
bandits t hese would-be jokes increase in number.

H EN we look backward over the pages of foot,ball hi story of thi s 

institution we find that the K. S. T. C. made its first appcarnncc 
in inter-collegiate football in the year of 1903. The strength of 
the team that year is shown by the following scores. Kirksville 

30, Central 2; Kirksville 28, vVestminstcr O; Kirksville 18, William J ewell 6 . 
In 1904 this school was again represented by a strong team . W'illiam J ewell 

was defeated by a score of 6-0; the Osteopaths were also defeated that year. 
The next team of prominence was the famous championsh ip team of 1908. 

This was the first championship team fo r th is institution. Our own coach Mc­
·williams played quarterback on that team . 

Football was abolished from this school in 1912. For two years K . S. T. C. 
was not represented on the gridiron . In 1914 it was re-established a nd since 
that time it has lead a ll other forms of athletics in this school. 

The year 1916 was marked by anot,hcr championship team. Among the 
players on this team were: Pe tree, Dy0, Cassady, Paine, Hoff, Ziegel, Nei l, 
Motter, and Cammack. The season closed with a promi~ing championship 
team for 1917 but t he army took too many men from school so that only one 
game was won that year. K. S . T. C. 33, Maryville 9. In 1918 no games were 
played, due to war conditions. · 

In 1919 old K. S. T. C. came back once more with a strong team but wa · 
defeated in two games. Again bright prospects loomed for the following year. 

The year 1920 opened with a game with the Osteopaths on Oct. l st. It, 

was a ha rd fought game resu lting in a score of 14-7 in favor of K. S. T. C. On 
Oct. 15th came t he real game with Wcstminsi,c r. It was declared by some to 
be the best game ever played on Kirk field. Score, K. S. T. C . 14, W est­
minster O. Central College was defeated by a 6-0 score on Oct. 22. On Oct. 
29 the Bulldogs clashed a rms with the strong team from Tarkio , resulting in a 
7-3 victory for Kirksville. Nov. 5th was marked by a forfeited game from Mis­
souri Wesleyan. 

The largest score run in the conference this year was the one by the Bulldogs 
against Missouri Valley on Nov. 19th. The Bulldogs having had two weeks 
rest since the preceding game trampled Missouri Valley to the score of 70-0. 
The game on Thanksgiving clay was played against \Varrensburg resulting in a 
score of 28-0 for the Bulldogs. 

At the meeting of the Athletic Association in Kansas Cit,y a triple Clmm­
pionship was awarded for 1920. Kirksvi lle, Rolla and William Jewell were t he 
three schools of the Conference that were tied. 

Again we hope for a championship team next year.
