The Office of rhe Provost is now accepting 
nominations for the Walker and Doris Allen 

Fellowship for Faculty Excellence. 

The Allens established rhe Fellowship in 2000 
with a $250,000 contribution, one of the largest 
gifrs ever made to the Truman State Universiry 
Foundation. 

The $ 10,000 Walker and Doris Allen 
Fellowship recognizes outstanding faculty 
members who have made exemplary contributions 
to the success of the University and its students. 

Up to three faculty members are selected each 
year. The Fellowships are open to al l tenured or 
renure-rrack faculty who have completed at least 
four years of full-time service at Truman. Eligible 
faculty may be nominated fo r the Fellowship 

by Truman faculty colleagues or academic 
departments. Previous recipients are not eligible. 

To date, the program has recognized 27 
faculty members with this award. The 20 10-201 I 
academic year is the fi nal year this program will 
recognize outstandi ng faculty.
