To Walter Harrington R yle , seventh president of 
Northeast Missouri State Teachers College, I 93 7-1967 , 
we proudly dedicate the Centennia l Edition of the Echo 
in grateful appreciation of 30 years of de voted leader­
ship to the school. His connect ion with the College 
spans a period equal to more than ha lf of its lifeti me, 
for he arrived on the campus of the Kirksvi ll e Normal 
School in September , 19 13, as a freshman majoring 
in history , and he remained here unt il he graduated 
with the 90-ho ur diploma in 19 16. 

After an interruption to teach in Clifton Hi ll , near 
his home in Randolph county and to se rve in the a rmy 
during World War l , he returned to Kirksville in 
December, 19 18, to complete the wo rk for the Bachelor 
of Sc ience in E duca tion degree, which he received in 
August, 19 19, in the first class to graduate from the 
school under its new name, ortheast Missouri State 
T eachers College. Nine years late r he was back in 
Kirksville again , thi s time as a member of the faculty , 
a pos ition he held until 1937 except for a yea r's leave 
of absence while he comple ted the requirements for 
the Ph .D. degree from Geo rge Peabody College fo r 
Teachers. 

In those yea rs on the facul ty Dr. Ryle, p rofessor 
of Social Science, ta ugh t courses in histo ry and geog­
raphy, served as director of the Bureau of Placements, 
and he lped to organi ze the Genera l College, becoming 
its first directo r in 1934 . So much d id he impress others 
with hi s ta lent, energy, and ab ility to accompli sh pro­
digious amo unts of wor k tha t the Boa rd of Regents 
by unanimo us vote chose him on A ugust 3 1, 1937, to 
succeed Dr. Eugene Fa ir as President of the Teachers 
College just 19 days afte r President Fa ir's death. 

During Pres ident Ryle's adm inist rat ion the College 
grew in size from 775 to 5,320 students, from 
a campus of 15 acres to one conta in ing over 60 acres, 
from a fac ul ty of 58 to one num bering 252, and fro m 
a physical plant of four major bu ildi ngs to one of 25. 
In these yea rs the program of the College was extended 
to include graduate wo rk fo r the fir st time in the sum ­
mer of 1947, and a num ber of new unde rgrad uate pro­
grams we re added. Since 1937 , the ca mpus has be­
come a place of beauty with velvety law ns and a p ro­
fu sion of fl owers, and its attractiveness is directl y 
traceable to the efforts of Dr. Ryle who personall y 
se lected most of the trees, shrubs, and plant s and super­
vised their ca re. 

Dr. Ryle and Maurine Lea, who was a teacher 
in Randolph county, we re married on June 7, 1927 , 
and she has been an able pa rtner in her husband 's 
ca reer and was a grac io us and charming First Lady of 
Northeast Missouri Sta te Teachers College.

College Cele b 
Celebrating its Centennia l anni versary , North­

east Missouri State Teachers College, founded as 
North Missouri Normal School and Commercial 
College, was established as the mother of the teacher 
education system of Missouri on September 2, J 867. 
Its founder, Joseph Baldwin. was one of America 's 
pioneers in the fi eld of teacher education. 

Begi nning with a faculty of 6 and a student 
body of 140, Baldwin launched hi s philosophy, 
" that a thorough scholast ic training li es at the foun­
dation of a teacher's educatio n. " That philosophy 
has continued to be the '• foundation " of the Teachers 
College for I 00 yea rs. 

Ba ld win started hi s school in one building which 
had formerly been th e Cumberl and Academy, a 
Presbyterian school. Not until May 17 , 187 1, did 
the present campus site beg in to take form. On that 
date, the ground was broken for the construction 
of old Baldwin Ha ll. 

That groundbreak ing ce remon y was the first 
of many that have taken place during the past 
century. The College has grown from one building 
to 25 major buildings . The site of the fir st Baldwin 
Hall was a 15-acre tract outside the southern li mits 
of the city. The College now encompasses more than 
60 acres, all of which lies within the city limits of 
Kirksville. 

The first bu ilding, erected on the present site were old 
Bald wi n and L ibrary Halls. destroyed by f ire in 1924. nnd 
La ughlin H a ll. 



Ltes Centennial Anniversary 
Growth has not been limited to land a nd fac ili­

t ies a lone . however. The student body o f 140 yo un g 
men and wo men in 186 7 could hardl y have en­
vi sioned th a t in 1966. 99 years late r . 5,320 student s 
would be enrolling in th e ir Co ll ege. No r co uld th ey 
imagine the facult y increas ing from 6 to a number 
near ly 4 3 times th at many. 252. in th e same 99 
years . 

C hanges have a lso ta ken pl ace in the name of 
the instituti o n. The sc hool beca me known as the 
North Mi sso uri No rmal School in 1869, but th e 
na me was rev ised bv the boa rd in 1870 to be the 
First Dist ric t Normal School. On M ay 20. 19 19. 
the leg isla ture o ffi cia ll y changed the na me of th e 
Co llege to The Northeast Mi sso uri State T eac hers 
Co llege . 

Permiss ive leg islat io n was passed in 1945 a l­
lowing the five state teache rs col leges to d rop the 
word Teachers fro m th e ir offic ia l name. A ll except 
Kirk sv ill e e lec ted to do so. Leg isla ti o n was in tro­
duced thi s year. howeve r. to a ll ow th e T eache rs 
Co ll ege to drop Northeast fro m it s title.

was e lec ted president d ur ing the summe r of 1882 
and se rved un ti l h is res igna tio n in 189 1. 

W. D . Do bson of Moberly was made pres ident 
o f th e No rm al Sc hool in 189 1. Eig ht yea rs la te r 
Jo hn R . Ki rk . a fo rmer teache r. pr inc ipa l. super in ­
tende nt . St ate Su pe ri nte nden t o f Publ ic Schools. and 
lawye r. was named a~ the admi nist rati ve head of 
the Co llege. Serv in g unti l 1925 Kir k was succeeded 
by Dr. Eugene Fair. a member of the faculty. D r. 
Wa lte r H . Rvle was named Presiden t in 1937 and 
se rved un t il Ja nua ry 3 I . 1967. D r. F . C la rk E lkins 
ass um ed the presidency o n Feb ruary I .

The Bulldog Kennels, lower left, house a major portion 

of the at hletes who have been awa rded at hletic schol arships. 
Another ho using unit fo r boys - Dobson Ha ll - is pic tured 
at lower center. Dobson prov ides rooms for 484 male students. 
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Contrast ing the large with the sma ll are Ryle Hall , Ad air 
House, Grim Ha ll , and Missouri Ha ll. Ryle H all, left , houses 
610 gir ls and is the la rges t and newest of the g irls' dormito ries. 
Some of the outstanding featu res of this structure are a large 

and colorful lounge, a library, a music room, and a sun deck. 
Grim H a ll, upper center, which houses 94 girls and 

Ada ir House, upper right, which provides rooms for 19 girls, 
are the smallest dormitories. They combine the bustling com-



motion of campus life with the compact a nd friendly atmos-
phere of home. 

Missouri H a ll , lower right , is the largest of all the housing 

units with a population of 658 boys. Besides sleeping quarters, 
the dorm provides a cafeteria, stud y a reas, a nd five lounges 
with televis ion . 
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Ca mpbell Apartments, lower left, were completed in 1965 
and provide living quarters for 64 couples. Located on the 
southeast edge of the campus, the complex offers both one 
and two-bedroom units. 

Named for the 6th President of the College, Fair Apart­
ments, upper left , offer 30 one-bedroom units for married 
coupl es. 

Blanton Hall , lower center left , is one of the complex 

of girls' dorms and houses 144 students. The dormitory has 
a cafeteria, a large reception hall , laundry facilities, and 
recreation or social rooms on the ground floor. Besides these 
conveniences, a lounge and kitchenette are provided on each 
floor. 

Baldwin Hall , upper center r ight, houses the main adm in­
istrative offices, classrooms, the Little Theater, and the College 
Auditorium. Adm inistrative officia ls quartered here include 



the Board of Regents, the President, the Dean of Instruction, 
the Registra r, the Dean of Women, the head of the division 
of Extension Service, the head of the division of Personnel 
Service. a nd the head of the division of Business Service. 
C lassrooms for the instruct iona l divisions of Fine Arts and 
Language and Literature are located on the second and third 
floors. 

Kirk Memorial, lower center right and right , was built 
in honor of Dr. John R. Kirk who served as teacher and 
President of the College. It contains the Violette Museum, an 
assembly room , a conference room containing books and 
fu rniture associated with Dr. Ki rk, and the office of the 
Intern at ional Student Adviser. 
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Violette Hall , left , is the newest completed classroom and 
administrati ve building. Besides the office of the division of 
Public Relations a nd In formation Service and the A lumni 
Office. the in structiona l divis ions of Business Educa tion, 
Educat ion. Home Econom ics, Mathematics, and Spec ial Pro• 
grams are housed here. The com pletel y air-conditioned build- 

ing also quarters the Teacher Education Office, the Photog­
raphy depart ment, and the Echo and Index Office. 

Ophelia Parrish, uppe r center, houses the Ki rksv e Junior 
High School which is a center of st udent observa tion a nd teach- 
ing. Some of th e classrooms and offices of the division of 
Language and Literature are a lso found in this building. 



Science Hall, lower center, which is be ing expanded a t 
the presen t time, has offices, laboratories, c lass rooms. stock­
rooms, and a geology museum. All of these are rela ted to the 
teaching and resea rch projects of the va rious sc ien ce classes. 

Laughlin H a ll , right , is the oldest of the c lass room and 

adminis trative buildin gs. Although it was built in 1905. it was 
recent ly remode led in o rder to adequatel y ho use the division 
of Soc ial Science. Al so quartered here are the offices o f the 
division of Mai nl enance and the Di rector of Admissions and 
the Campus Book Store.

Baptist Student Union 
BSU activit ies moved to a campus location on 

February 9, 1958, with the opening of the property 
loca ted at 712 South Marion as a Baptist Student 
Center. Up to that date al l student religious life among 
Baptist students had headquartered at First Baptist 
Church, 207 East Washington Street. The Church 
will mark its centenni al one year after the college 
festivities, and students have a lways been a part of the 
church life and program . 

Four years after opening the Center, a chapel ad­
dition more than doubled recreational space in the 
building and provided worship facilities for groups of 
up to one hundred persons. 

During the '50's the BSU group placed first in 
Homecoming float s two years and entered an nually.
