BEST DELEGATION 

Truman's Model United 
Nations Team won the 

award for best delegation at the 
21st annual American Model 
United Nations (AMUN) 
conference late last semester. 

George Allan Jr. and Victoria 
Benson, both sophomores 
studying political science, 
travelled to C hicago to represent 
Truman in the competition. 

In the competition, AMUN 
assigns a country for each team 

to represent in a simulation of 

the United Nations. This year, 

Truman's ream represented the 
General Assembly Plenary for 
the Democratic Republic of 
the Congo. Truman competed 

against more than l, 500 
students from domestic and 

foreign universities such as Yale 
University, the University of 
Ariw na, Georgetown University 

and National C hengchi 
University in Taiwan. 

This is the second year in 

a row Truman won the best 

delegation award. The Model 
United Nations Team has 
already been slotted to represent 
Morocco and I.ran in next year's 

competition.

The American Shakespeare Center (ASC) will 
perform "As You Like It" at 7:30 p.m. Feb. I 

in Baldwin Aud itor ium. 
"As You Like le," one of W illiam Shakespeare's 

comedies, tells the story of Rosalind as she flees 
persecution in her uncle's court, accompan ied by 
her cousin Celia and the court jester, Touchstone. 

Actors wi lJ perform musical numbers 30 
minutes prior to the actual show. Tickets are free

or downtown at Edna Campbell s. Tickets will be 
available starting Jan. 18. 

The ASC seeks to make Shakespeare and the 
joys of theatre accessible to all . At the company's 
home in Staunton, Va., the ASC has constructed 

a re-creation of Shakespeare's original indoor 

theatre, the Blackfr iars Playhouse, and plans to 
build an open-air replica of London's second 
Globe Theatre. 

February's performance wi ll nor be the first 
in Kirksville for the ASC, wh ich tours regularly 
and has earned a reputation as o ne of America's 

most respected theatre companies . Between 1996 

and 200 I , the company performed annual ly at 
Truman. The last ASC performa nce in Kirksville 
took place in March 2009 and featured a 
production of"Hamlet."

to develop solutions co grow and improve the 

University's management of camps, institutes, 

conferences and events. 

The Truman Institute will assu me a number 

of the responsibilities currently shouldered by 
individual programs and previously handled 
by che Office of Conferences and Events in 
Student Affa irs. The lnsr.icure wi ll be responsible 
for coordinati ng schedules, communication, 

marketing and facili ties use for special events, 

as well as nurturing new programs in their 

development and implementation. 

Among the early goals of che plan will be 

to coordinate marketing efforts and develop 

a common portal for individuals and groups 
seeking to attend programs at Truman or to host a 

conference or event in campus facil ities. 

President Paino wi ll also appoint a committee 

that will be tasked wi th reviewing existing 

policies regarding the use and rental of University 
facilities. The comm ittee will be charged with 
exploring policies regarding rental races for 
classrooms, the Student Union Building and other 
common spaces, as well as determining workable 

rules governing the appropriate fees for different 

types of user constituencies. The committee w ill 

include representation from a range of consti tuent 

groups, including Truman students.

Nationally Known Earth Scientist to 

Deliver 2011 Sigma Xi Lecture 

Dr. Marc Imhoff of the National Aeronautics 
and Space Administration (NASA) wi ll visit 

Kirksville Jan. 20 for rwo free public lectures. 
The first lecture, entitled "Human 

Appropriarion of Net Primary Production-Can 
the Earth Keep Up?" wi ll be presented at 12 
p.m. in Mehegan Classroom, located on rhe 
ground floor of the Gutensohn Clinic at A.T. Sti ll 
University. The second lecture, entitled "Planetary 

Secrets: The Secret Lives of Storms, Deserts and 

Fires," will be presented at 8 p.m. in the Student 
Union Building Alumni Room. 

Imhoff works in the Earth Sciences Division 

at NASA's Goddard Space Flight Center as the 
project scientist for Terra, NASA's Flagship Earth 
Observing Sysrem Mission. A, Terra project 
scientist, Imhoff coordinates an international 

research team using Terra and other instruments 

to study Earth's changing atmosphere, oceans 
and land surface. He has personally conducted 
research on a wide range of topics including 

the impact of urbanization on biodiversity and 

food security, urban heat islands and climate and 
carbon accounting using remote sensing for the 

Kyoto Protocol. He was a primary developer of 
the satelli te imagery showing Earth's cities at night 
and pioneered the use of radar sensors for terrain 

and vegetation mapping . 
Imhoff holds a bachelor's degree in physical 

geography and a master's degree in agronomy 
from The Pennsylvania State University, as well 

as a Ph.D. in biological sciences from Stanford 
University. His visit is sponsored by Sigma Xi, 
the scientific research society and the Kirhvi lle

College of Osteopathic Medicine. Each spring 
the Kirksville chapter hosts a Sigma Xi National 
Lecturer, such as Imhoff, to give a public lecture.
