Sodexo General Manager Retires After 26 Years 
A fter 26 years, Dennis Markeson, the general 

J"\.manager of the University's food service 

provider, Sodexo, will retire this sum mer. 

''I'll miss coming to work everyday. I'll miss the 

people," Markeson said. 

After starting his career as a cook in Ashland, 

W isc., in 1969, Markeson occupied a number of 

jobs in the college food service industry. Following 

a stint as a travel ing regional director, he settled 
with his fam ily in Kirksvi lle in 1985 and has been 

with the Un iversity ever since. 
Among his accomplishments, Markeson has 

helped to expand the menu on campus and has 

incorporated more local foods. Additionally, he 

worked in conjunction with the University and 
rhe Environmental Campus Organization to start 

recycling and composting programs. 

"We are so appreciative of Dennis Markeson's 

remarkable service to Truman over the last 26 
years," said President Troy D. Paino. "Food 

services are a very important part of a Univers ity's 
operatio n and, under Dennis' capable leadership, 

something that the last seven Truman presidents 
have not had to worry about." 

Al though he will be leavi ng the University, 

Markeson will continue to call Kirksvi lle home. 

He plans to spend time gardening, golfing, fi shing 

and traveling. 
He will also have a presence on campus, 

occasionally din ing with fr iends he has come to 

know over his time at Truman. 
Lora Cunningham , the current assistant 

general manager, will take over for Markesan . 

"Those are big shoes to fi ll. He's been on 

campus forever," Cun ningham said. 
Cunningham has been on campus almost as 

long as Markeson, starting in 1986. With the 

exception of a 6-year st retch in the 1990s, she has 

worked with Markeson at Truman since then. 
"Lora has been trained by the best. I was 

relieved and thrilled when I heard she would 

be taking over for Dennis," Paino said. "With 

her tra ining, skills and work ethic, I know the 

trad ition of excellence with our food services will 

connnue. 
Despite leaving, Markcson feels confident 

the food service program wi ll continue robe 

successful. 
"It's been the teamwork of management and 

the hourly staff that has made us what we arc 

today," he said. "We wi ll continue to work to keep 

the satisfaction high at Tru man." 

Markeson will officially retire June 2, but will 

maintain an advisory role until August.

Three T. S. Eliot Prize poets will visit Truman 
March 29 to promote poetry and highlight 

their prize-winning books published by Truman 

State University Press, now celebrating 25 years 

of publishing. These poets reflect a range of styles, 
ages, ethnicities and locales. 

Rhina Espaillat, Mona Lisa Salay and Dean 
Rader will be on rhe Truman campus as guest 

lecturers in several creative writing classes. They 
will all rake part in a discussion panel at I :30 p.m. 
in the Student Union Building Alumni Room ro 
talk about the craft of poetry and getting starred 

in pu blishing. The poets will read from their 
prize-winning books at 7 p.m. in the Student 
Union Building Down Under where books will 

be avai lab le to purchase. The public is welcome at 
these events. 

Espaillat, author of rhe 1998 prize for "Where 
Horiwns Go," has published eight books of 

poetry and won numerous awards for her work. 

Origi nally from the Dominican Republic, she 

taught high school English in New York City and 
is a frequent reader and speaker at universities . 

Salay, author of the 2005 prize for "Red Beans 

& Riedy Yours," has had her prose and poetry 
published in many anthologies and magazines. 
H er folklo re research and writing focuses on the 

culture of New O rleans before and after Hurricane 
Katrina. She reaches at Dillard University. 

Rader, author of the 2010 prize for "Works & 
D ays," has published widely in poet ry, American 

Indian studies and popular culture. He reaches at 
the University of San Francisco. 

The T S. Eliot Prize, sponsored by rhe 
University Press, was fi rst established in 1997 and 
receives national recogn ition for the quality of 
work published. Each year the Press receives about 

500 manuscripts for the competition and a well­
known poet selects a final winning manuscript. 
The author wins $2,000 and publication. 

Buri Awarded NCAA Postgraduate Scholarship 

Truman women's soccer student-athlete 

Megan Buri, a recent biology graduate 
from Parkvi lle, Mo., was awarded an NCAA 

postgraduate scholarship for the 201 1 fa ll sports 
season. 

Buri, a two-r ime CoSIDA Academic all ­
American, a three-ti me NSCM all-region pick 
and a four-time all-MIAA performer, became the 

18th Truman senior student-athlete to rece ive the 

NCAAs prest igious award. 
The one-t ime grants of$7,500 each are 

awarded for fa ll , winter and sp ring sports. Up to 
174 are issued annually through rhe program, 
created in 1964 to promote and encourage 

postgraduate education by rewarding the NCM's 

most accomplished student-athletes.

She scored two goals and 
added a team-best seven ass ists chis past season, 

with her 18 career assists ranking I Och in Truman 

history.
