Northeast's 125th: 
Coming to Kirksville 

On 1his Thursday, Feb. I 3, a rededication of 
the presidential portraits and opening ceremonies 
of the University's 12;1h anniversary celebration 
will be held at ; p.m. in the SUB Quiet Lounge 
All members of the University community are in­
vited. The significance of this day goes back to 
1867. It was on Feb. 13 that Joseph Baldwin ar­
rived in Kirksville for the fi rst time and chose the 
town as the location for his school 

By the fall of 1866, Joseph Baldwin had be­
come dissatisfied with the condition of schools in 
Indiana, and he was determined to return to Mis­
souri to start a teacher training school. He had al­
most decided to locate in St. Joseph, Mo. , 
however. sever.ti influences were at work trying

President Russell Warren has announced the 
formation of a new academic division at North· 
cast. The new unit , the Division of Human Po­
tential and Performance, is comprised of three 
re lated academic areas already in existence 
Communication Disorders, Health and Exercise 
Science, and Nursing. Current faculty in those 
areas will staff the new division 

According to Warren, "Our Un iversity has built 
a muional replltation for educational innovation 
based on so lid achievement. We are combining 
the strengths of three excellent programs in one 
forward·looking unit that will serve present and 
future students' needs. Existing degree programs 
will remain the same. Academic disciplines in 
the new Division of Human Potentia l and Per­
formance will be responsible for their own cur­
ricula and program accreditations. Northeast can 
thus provide academic leadership while making 
careful use of human and fiscal resources .~ 

Jack Magruder, vice president for academic af­
fairs, noted , "Due to the fact that division heads 
Dr. William Richerson (Health and Exercise Sci­
ence) and Dr. Elsie Simms (Nursing) will be re­
tiring within the next year , the decision has 
been made 10 have Dr. Cornclis Koutstaal as· 
sume leadership of this new division. Dr 
Koutstaal. currently head of the Communication 
Disorders Department, will begin in his new po­
sition July I, 1992.~ 

~1 am honored and humbled by this new chal­
lenge, and I look forward lO working with a fine 
group of faculty colleagues," Koutstaal said.

5:30 p.m.-Comments by President Russell G. Warren 

Warren Addresses University 
President Russell Warren presented a state of 
the University address to students, faculty and 
staff Feb. 5. Following are highlights of bis 
speech which included a look at the universi­
ty's assets and liabilities, proposed tuition and 
room and board increases, an increase in Ji• 
nancial aid, and reallocations of funds. 

According to President Warren, as a result of 
state budget cuts, Northeast lost roughly S450 
per student this year. In March, he will ask the 
Board of Governors for a total increase in tuition 
of S4 25 per student , both in-state and out-of­
state, for next year. He will also propose a S280 
increase in room and board, the same as this 
year. Other increases will include a S 100 orien­
tation fee for new freshmen and a S 10 counsel­
ing fee for all students 

Warren stressed that in order to assist those 
students who cannot afford the increases, there 
will be an increase of more than S400,000 
worth of financial aid 

"I don't by any means give up on the state, 
nor do I feel bad about this state 's position. I re• 
mind you all first of the fact that they arc paying 
67 percent of each student's education," Warren 
sa id 

Northeast's ".l iabilities" include S2 1 million 
worth of deferred maintenance and renovation 
on campus, a S2 ,000 disadvantage per faculty 
member salary and an underfunded equipment 
and operations budget by about S2 million a year 

In order to compensate for money the state is 

unable to provide, Nonheast will reallocate re­
sources to save more than S540,000. Warren 
said that Nonheast will not experience any 
faculty /staff reductions; however the university 
will cut back on the fund ing of some programs 

The undergraduate research program will be 
maintained but the stipend will be eliminated 
next year. Of the 790 students currently panici­
pating in the program, 99 receive stipends. ~we 
will be eliminating the stipend next year not be­
cause we need the money, although we do need 
the money, but because we believe fundamen• 
tally that it 's great to stan a program with an in• 
centivelikefinancesandwethinkthatwasa 
great idea, but ultimately, education isn 't some­
th ing we should\pay students to engage in,"I J 
Warren said. Tht re Will also be changes with the 
legislative internships offered each spring. Fund­
ing for this internship will now be solicited 
from legislators. The funds saved from the legis• 
lative intern program will start a university-wide 
internship office 

"What I want to be sure I get across is that 
these are imponant programs and they will con­
tinue, but fundamentally we can look to other 
sources for funding in terms of the legislative in­
tern program and at the same time, we think, 
expand internships throughout the country,~ 
Warren said 

The university will merge the Nursing Divi­
sion , the Health and Exercise Science Division

Rhoads Named Director of Services 
for Individuals with Disabilities 

Joseph Rhoads , associate professor of indus­
trial science, has been appoimed direcror of the 
Services for Individuals with Disabilities Office, 
a student/staff support service program located 
in Vio lette Hall 175 

The SID Office provides and coordinates sup· 
port services to students with disabili1ies and 
sen'es as an information referral service for non­
disabled students and the community. Services 
include assistance wi th orientation , handicapped 
parking, advocacy and guidance, classroom ac­
commodation , faculty lia ison , tutor referra l, 
reader referral , interprc1er/notetaker referral , 

housing referral , resource file materia l, test 
proctoring, independent living skills referral and 
agency liaison . These services arc provided ac­
cording IQ individual needs 

Rhoads was previously associated wi1h the SID 
Office through students conduc1ing research 
there and replaces foriner SID director Jordan 
Davis. was reassigned by his church to 
California 

Rhoads formerly taught in the Knox City and 
Brashear public schools in Missouri. He was al so 
involved with Northeasl's Upward Bound 
program 

Coming to Kirksville cont. 
to interest him on a location in the eastern part 
of the sta1e. One of these was John B. Menvin, 
editor of the American Journal of Educa1ion , 
who lived in St. Lou is and urged Baldwi n to 
come rherc and conferwith other interested parties 

Perhaps a more pressing invitation came from 
a rela1ive , J.J. Grigsby of Kirksvi lle. In their frc­
quem correspondence Grigsby shared with Bald­
win his concern of the shortage of sui table 
teachers in Missouri . while Baldwin, in turn. re­
lated his dreams ofa fine teacher train ing 
school. Grigsby learned that a company was 
cager to sell a bu ilding in Kirksville which had 
been under consrruction when the Civi l \X'ar 
began. Alt hough it was unfin ished , it had housed 
the Cumberland Academy for one term and had 
been largely id le since. Grigsby described the 
building to Baldwin as an ideal spot for his pro­
posed school 

In February 1867, Baldwin went to St. Louis 
where he conferred with Menvin and other lead­
ers in educational circles. Either while there or 
on the train journey from Indiana. Baldwin lost 
some of his travel money and asked Menvin for 
S50. Menvin agreed to lend the sum on one 

condition: that Baldwin go to Kirksville and look 
over the si1ua1 ion 1here 

Influenced both by Grigsby and Menvin 's 
loan , Baldwin took a 1rain to Macon where he 
rented a horse and buggy and continurd IQ 

Kirksv il le arriving on a cold Feb. 13 at Grigsby's 
home. There he found that Grigsby had invited a 
group of interested persons to come to the 
house. meet Baldwin. and listen to his ideas 
abom 1eacher education and the type of insti tu· 
{ion which should best prepare teachers. They 
responded enthusias1ical ly. 

Baldwin spent several days in Kirksville . meet­
ing more persons and gening a sense of the pos 
sible cliemcle for his vemure. Narnrally, he 
visited the half-fin ished academy building al 
Mu Ian ix and Hickory streets. After some negmia­
tion he agreed to rent the strucrnre for 10 years 
at a cos! of S100 annually. I-le 1hen rernrned tO 

St. Louis where he reported on his decision 
On his return to Logansport Seminary in Indi ­

ana, he resigned the presidency there and made 
arrangements IO move his famil y to Missouri 
The Baldwin family arrived in Kirksville either at 
the end of March or firs t of April 
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Lyceum Presents Shakespeare

the year after this toward savings. See related story. 

~we believe that merger wil l be more efficient 
and more effective and we think by combining 
those health-oriented programs we ' ll be able in 
essence to engage in some interactive intercon­
nccccd programs that we otherwise wou ldn 't," 
Warren said 

Warren docs not feel the state will be able to 
do anything about the university's finances soon 
because of other fundamental needs that exist in 
the sta1e. He also expressed a sympathetic att i• 
tudcforthescate 'slegislators 

"I don 't expect much in the way of help i_n 
the next two or three years, but long term, I ccr• 
tain ly do expect help, and I have optimism to 
believe it wil l come/ Warren sa id 

Warren presented to students a way that· they 
can make a diffe rence and "a statement about 
the fact that not all of these problems have to be 
solved financ ially." He asked student organiza­
tions and clubs to consider adopting a classroom 
and doing the basic maintenance; two or three 
organizat ions have al ready volunteered 

The Uni versity will be able co restore the 3 
I / 2 percent cut from this past year 's non­
academic operat ing budgets which allowed 
Northeast to balance the budget . 

"The money will not be restored across the 
board, but rather based on the merit of the re­
quest of the division," Warren said 

With Board approval, s300,ooo toward equip· 
ment will be restored. Warren said there wi ll 
still be a shortage of S600 ,000 over what the 
equipment budge1 was I 2 months ago 

Warren said the University wi ll start a fund of 
SI 00,000 to be built up each year for building 
maintenance. This will allow the Universi ty to 
meet long-term building needs. 

The University will be able to add 10 faculty 
and academic staff positions where the is the 
greatest shortage and student need. The same is 

is filled with memorable characters and deals 
with self-discovery and love.

The Company's goals are to de· 
velop young classical actors from all ethnic and 
racial groups and to develop an appreciat ion for 
cheater among diverse audiences. The director, 
Dowling, is on leave from the Gaiety School of 
Acting, the only full-time independent drama 
conservatory in Ireland, which he founded and 
is currently director 

true for certain non-academic areas as well. With 
Board approval, the University will institute a 2 
percent salary increase 

"I'd prefer to ca ll it an honorarium because 
it's not much of a salary increase. But, there 
needs to be at least a symbolic statement to the 
faculty and to the staff that they work hard and 
we appreciate them and hopefully in the not too 
far future , we can do a whole lot better than 
that because they deserve it ," Warren said 

Warren noted other positive developments in­
cluding expansion of Northeast 's counseling 
service, beginning July I, and additional foreign 
study abroad programs. He said emergency 
phone boxes wi ll be installed this summer 
throughom campus that automatically signal to 
the police station if there is a problem on cam­
pus. A plan, largely developed by students , for 
co·ed housing will be implemented in the fal l. 

Warren praised Dean of Students Vonnie 
Nichols and all of the people involved in mov­
ing forward the University's code of conduct, 
sexual harassment policy and conflict of interest 
policy. He also mentioned that divisions will 
begin, if they haven 't already, to work on an eq· 
uitab le faculty evaluation system 

Warren said that the completion of the five­
year plan wi ll represent a major milestone for 
the University. A visiting team wi ll be on cam­
pus Feb. I 5- I 8 to conduct a comprehensive in• 
stitutional review 

"We will of course be implementing, as soon 
as the present five-year plan is through, a new 
long-range plan, one that especially centers on 
active learning,"Warrensaid 

In closing, Warren stated that "we're poor . . 
But, we're not poor where it counts So, with 
that attitude, and with, apo logetica lly, a tuit ion 
increase, and with the effort reaching out to the 
legislature, and with the possibility of some ad­
ditional debt by refinancing, and with continued 
saving where they don 't hurt programs, we 're 
going to be the finest undergraduate university 
in the nation."
