Truman will face long-time MIAA rival 
the University of Central Missouri Sept. 20 in 
Warrensburg. It wi ll be the 96th meeting between 
two founding members of the Mid-America 
Intercollegiate Athletics Association. 

The MIAA is celebrating its centennial 
anniversary in 20 I 2. 

This will be the first appearance by the 
Bulldogs on the CBS Spores Network, which is 
ava ilable on most cable systems, Dish Network 
(Ch. 158) and Direct TV (Ch. 613). 

In addition ro the national game, the Bulldogs 
will appear on the MIAA "Game of the Week" 
Oct. 6 when they travel to the University of 
Nebraska-Kearney to play the Lopers. That
