Anderson to Deliver Kohlenberg-Towne Lecture 

Carol Anderson will deliver the 
18th annual Kohlenberg­

Towne Lecture at 7 p.m., Oct. 28, 
in the SUB Governors Room. 
Anderson, associate professor of 
history at the University of 
Missouri-Columbia, will speak about "Lynching 
Democracy: The lnternational Effects of 
America's Human Rights Violations." 

Anderson is also the author of "Eyes off the 
Prize: The United Nations and the African 
American Struggle for Human Rights, 1944-
1955," published by Cambridge. The book was 
a winner of the Gustavus Myers Book Award, 
the Myrna Bernath Book Prize and a finalist for 
both the Truman and W.E.B. Du Bois Book 
Awards. 

Her work has received substantial grant and 
fellowship support from the American Council 
of Learned Societies, the Ford Foundation, the 
Gilder Lehrman lnstitute for American History, 
the Eisenhower Foundation and the Franklin 
and Eleanor Roosevelt Institute. Anderson is 
also the recipient of every teaching award 

offered by the University of Missouri, including 
the highly-coveted Kemper Fellowship for 
Teaching Excellence. 

She has a doctorate in history from Ohio State 
University, as well as graduate and undergraduate 
degrees in political science, international relations 
and international history from Miami University 
in Ohio, where she graduated with honors. 

In her latest project, "Bourgeois Radicals," 
Anderson is challenging more than three 
decades of historical consensus by reconnecting 
the largest, most powerful civil rights organiza­
tion in the United States, the NAACP, to the 
global freedom struggles of the early Cold War. 

The Kohlenberg-Towne Lecture series was 
inaugurated in honor of Gilbert Kohlenberg and 
Ruth Towne in 1998 because of their retirement 
from the history faculty. Although both of them 
are now deceased, their memory lives on in 
these lectures by prominent visiting scholars.
