associate professor of health 
science, entered the ream in the 
competition, but AAH E Case 
Study Competition rules do 
nor allow faculty members co 
ass ist chem with rhe solution 
co the problem. The ream 
members received the problem 
and rules fo r the case study 

two weeks before the March 
14 competition and traveled to 

Boston in March to compete. 
Due to a massive power fa ilure, 
the convention was cancelled 

and the students had to 

videotape their p resen tation and 
submit it for judging. 

Student teams were evaluated 
on how well thei r solution met 
the fo llowing criteria: creativity 
and resourcefulness; attri bution 
of sources; professionalism; 

and meeting the seven C H ES 
(Cert ified Health Education 
Specialist) areas of respons ibili ty. 

Truman tied with the 

Univers ity of Florida for second 
place, coming in behind Eastern 

Illinois Sta te University. This is 
the third year Truman healch 
science students have competed 
and placed in rhe M H E Case 
Study Competition. '!hey placed 

seco nd in 20 I O and first in 
201 1.
