Jones. ~o other issues of thi s annual have appeared until the pr0scn t one in ]91 5. 

During the interval between the last and the present issut'S of "The Echo" there was 
establishC'd the most important and potent publication in th<' student life of this school, 
namely, T11E KmKS\'lLLE STATE No1n1AL Scu ooL Ii':01,x. ThC' firs t number appC'ared 
l\farch 19,- 1909. The ercdit for the found ing of thi s paper fa ll s very largely to ::\Iiss Mary 
l\JcC'ool, no11· l\Irs. F. \Y. Tinker of Limrnod, Utah, ll'ho m\s at that time a grnduatc 
stucknt in this institution. She had long fdt the need of a publication that would be 
an organ of expression of student s0ntirncnt and opin ion , and a fter fa iling Lo intcr0st her 
follow graduate students in a plan lo start a wcckl:v pa1wr, she 111ade knoll'n Lhc 
ideas slw had to a fell' of the underp;rn,dur1tcs and one or tll'o members of the 
faculty, and thru their co-operation succeeded in cffcc-ling the f-;tucknt Publi cation 
Association which has succC'ssfull.v maintained the L,nv,x from ;\ [arch , Hl09 lo t he pr0scnL 
time. The paper is publ ished every 11·c0k except during tlw Yaeation periods. Tl has 
taken high rnnk from the very start in school journal ism.

For yC'ars the only publication maintained by the school was the annual catalog which 

contai,wd tlw anouncements rega rding the courses of st udy and th<:' organization of th<:' 
school. In .J u,w, 1902, a quarterly bulletin was begun, and for somet ime the four numbers 
<:'ac h .,·C',H \l"C're devoted to matters of general interest regard ing the school. But in the last 
fC'\\' y<:'ars two or lhree of lhe four numbers a ppearing each yea r have been ed ited by those 
d<:'partments that desired to set fo rt h cer tain ideas or suggestions concerning their " ·ork 
for "·hich no room had been found in t he June numb<'rs " ·hich. have regularly ronta ined the 
syl lab i of the various departments. 

ln J anu ary, 1915, t he Bulletin was changed from a qua rte rly to a monthly publication 
in order lhat greater facilities might be afforded the departments t hat were seeking to 
publish separate bu llet ins devoted to t heir work , and a Bulletin Committee was appointed 
to a rrange a SC'hedule. The schedule for 1915 is as follows: J a nuary, History and Govern­
n1enl; F ebrua ry, Summer Term Announcements; i\Ia rch , German; April, Extension 
D epartment; }Iay, Latin; June, Annual Catalog ; Ju ly , Art ; August, ;\[usic ; September, 
} [athematics; Octobe r, Chemistry ; Xovember, Engl ish; December, Library. 

The Rural School }[cssengcr is a monthly publicat ion devoted lo the problems of rural 
c'duc·at ion and ed it ed by the Rura l Education D epartment. It was inaugurated in 
DPc·ember, 1911 by }Ir. I-I . \V. Foght , who was then Professor of Rura l Education in thi~ 
se hool but is now of the Bureau of Education at \Yashington.

The season opened with a ga1nc ap;ainst (he A. S. 0. This game found om pitchers in 
poor condition. The rcst of the tem11 fieldcd loose ly and the doctors easily won the game 
by the score of 6-J. A few clays later, the same teams played ap;ain. By this time, Crook­
shank had rounded into form and t he teachers wont his p;arne by the score li-2. I n lhc third 
game of the series, K. S. N. S. began wilh a rush a nd scored four runs lhe firs t inning. :Neff 
was on lhc mound and he pitched grea.l hall until (he eighth inning. Al th is juncture (he 
teachers went up in the air and before lhcy gol down (he score stood 8-4 in favor of (he 
A . S. 0 ., and remained so at the close of (he p;alllc. The fourth and las( game of the se ri es 
was the besl. It was a pilchcr's bat-tic bclwecn Crookshank a nd i\IcC'rccry. In lh is p;amc 
lhe tecichcrn did most scnsational fielding ; sec urin g no less lhan six double plctys . The 
game ended with E:. S. :N. S. on lhc lonp; end of a 2-l S('Orc. 

The leam next playcd a two p;ame se ries with Central at J<'nyeLlc. l n the first g:irnc, 
K. S. N. S. was outclassed and was dcfcatccl , 6-1 . On the ncxt day the team c,unc' lmck 
with a vengeance and easily won (he second game by the score of I 0-2. Jkt urning home, 
lhc team played the best game of the season against (he slrnng \Villi am J ewell team from 
Liberty. The game was a baUlc royal between Neff and :Vfastcrs, and was a nnexed lo 
K. S. N. S.'s won column. The score "·as 2-J. The nex t p;arncs Wl're with \Veslminster 
of Fulton and the first p;arnc was won wit houl rnuch trouble by lhc teachers although lhc 
score wa·s 3-2. The next clay proved a bad one for lhc l\orma l School. The ga1nc on thcir 
part consisted of muffled flics , bootcd p;rnunclcrs and ov crlhro"·s. As a result , \\'cstrn inslcr 
piled up len scores while we st'curC'd only lwo.
