Sevits Farms grease collection service provides 
business properties with a metal oi l collection 
container, free of charge, in exchange for allowing 
Sevits Farms co recycle the used cooking grease 
for use as a feed additive and biodiesel fuel on its 
horse, cow, goat and crop enterprise. 

Sevits Farms seeks co utilize a more environ­
mentally and economically friendly fuel alternative, 
as well as to save business owners both money and 

rime in nor having co employ a local waste pick-up 
service. Sevits Farms will remove che grease from 
the containers on a monthly basis, free of charge
