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James Harvey Neville 
The entire campus was shocked and saddened on the morning of February 18 when James 

Harvey eville, 5 3, a member of the faculty of the Division of Social Science, died suddenly in 

his classroom in Pickler M emorial Library. Mr. 1eville, who apparently had not been in ill 

health, was waiting for the 8 o'clock bell to start his class when he suffered a heart attack. Death 

was a few moments later. 

Mr. Neville had a great personality an<l a thorough knowledge of his field which made 

him one of the most universally liked and respected persons on the campus. His genuine interest 

in his students, his intense in terest in seeing them susceed and his fine teaching ability caused 

studen ts to floc k into his classes, one of the finest recommendations a teacher can have . 

Although M r. eville had been a member of the T eachers College faculty only since 1947, 

he had been in public school work for many years. He became principal of the Kirksville High 

School in 1924 and Superintendent of Public Schools of Kirksville in 1925, serving in that posi­

tion until 1947 when he resigned to become a member of the college faculty. 

Mr. eville had served in two wars. During World W ar I he served with the 41 st Artil­

lery, 44th Brigade, as a Second Lieutenant. Dunng W orld W ar II he was a Lieutenant Com, 

mander in the United States avy. 

Born December 30, 1895, in Springfield , Missouri, Mr. Neville was a graduate of the 

Springfield High School, attended Drury College, Southwest Missouri State Teachers College, 

George W ashi ngton University Law School, the T eachers College at Columbia Universi ty , the 

University of Missouri and had done extensive work toward his Ph .D. Degree at the Uni­

versity of Chicago. 

M r. Nevi lle is survived by his wife. 
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Jacob Wilhelm Heyd 
Jacob W ilhelm Heyd, who had been a member of the faculty of the college from ,915 until 

1948, died at a hospital in Kirksville on the afternoon of January 27, 1949. Mr. Heyd was head 

of the Division of Languages and Literature from 1931 until his retirement at the end of the spring 

quarter 1948. Mr. Heyd was exceptionally well liked by students and faculty members due to 

his gentle disposition, his kindliness and his teaching abilities. 

He was the author of "Anfanger Duetsch," a German textbook which he used in his be· 

ginning German classes, as wel l as many bulletins and translations. He served for many years 

as the faculty sponsor of the Student Council and as sponsor of other student groups. 

Mr. Heyd was born Jan uary 8, 1875, in Kirksville, Missouri. He is survived by his wife.
