
Spiritual Singers Open Series 
Northeast's Lyceum 

Series will feature the 
Harlem Spiritual Ensemble 
in concert on Sept. 15 at 
7:30 p.rn. in Baldwin 
Auditorium. 

Founded in 1986 by 
Francois Clemmons, the 
Harlem Spiritual Ensemble 
is dedicated to keeping the 
spiritual music of African 
Americans alive in today's 
society. The Ensemble has 
received high praises from 
their audiences throughout 
the United States as well as 
abroad. 

Clemmons, founder/ 
director of the Ensemble 
and an outstanding inter­
preter of the_ ~egro 
Spiritual, keenly sensed the 
need to keep this art alive. 
He arranged a group of 
traditional spirituals, gath­
ered his finest colleagues 

and presented a debut con­
cert at the Harlem School of 
the Arts. The impact of that 
debut led to immediate 
performances at St. John 
the Evangelist Church, and 
a concert for the U.S. 
Department of Interior. 

Composed of six singers, 
pianist, and percussionist, 
the Ensemble presents an 
evening of spirituals 
including ensemble and 
solo pieces. Each member 

of the Ensemble is capable 
of capturing the art, style, 
and character of the Negro 
Spiritual while main­
taining its human nobility. 

The program is designed 
to track the roots of the 
American Negro Spiritual 
from Africa to the slave era 
and finally to freedom. The 
Ensemble attempts to sing 
these songs as closely as 
possible to the original 
interpretations. 

The group has per­
formed in many prominent 
U.S. cities including New 
York City where they had 
their Carnegie Hall debut 
in 1991.

Press. The work centers on 
his art and is scheduled for 
publication late in 1995. 

Last fall and winter, 
Barnes was a Fulbright pro­
fessor at the University of 
Lausanne (Switzerland). In 
January and February 1995, 
Barnes and his wife, 

Carolyn, will visit Munich, 
Germany, while he works 
with Munich poet Dagmar 
Nick translating her poetry. 
Barnes' 1980 translation of 
Nick's work "Summons 
and Sign" won the Trans­
lation Prize for The Trans­
lation Center in New York 
City. His most recent vol­
ume of original poetry, The 
Sawdust War, won the 1993 
Oklahoma Book Award. ~
