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Baldwin Hall

The main administrative building, Baldwin
Hall, took on a new picture this past year as several
personnel and office changes were made. The first
change came in the President’s office when Dr.
F. Clark Elkins became the eighth president of the
College and secondly when Dr. Arthur L. Fritschel
assumed the position of Dean of Instruction. The
office of President Elkins took on a new look as
new light fixtures, office equipment including a desk
and chair and a rectangular oak conference table
and chairs were added. Art students displayed dif-
ferent paintings each week in the President’s office.

Toward the end of the fall quarter several
offices were moved including the division of Ex-
tension Service Office which became the Office of
the Dean of Instruction and the division of Exten-
sion Service moved to the north end of Baldwin
Hall in the office previously occupied by Personnel
Service. The Registrar’s Office expanded to encom-

pass the office occupied by the Dean of Instruction
and the mail room. Students completed their finan-
cial obligations to the College in Baldwin Hall at
the Business Office located on the first and second
floors.

The College Auditorium and Little Theater
were the scene of a number of student productions,
Lyceum programs and special guest lectures.

The Fine Arts division and Language and
Literature division are located on the upper floors
of Baldwin Hall.

Immediately east of Baldwin Hall across the
campus is the laboratory school for practice teach-
ers known as Ophelia Parrish or Kirksville Junior
High School. College students who are seeking the
teaching degree have an opportunity to participate
in classroom teaching techniques. Also located in
Opbhelia Parrish are several Language and Literature
offices.

More than 625 faculty members,
students and friends of the College
participated in LSMFT (library stack
move on free Thursday) to help move
the Pickler Memorial Library into its
new $750,000 addition last summer.
A total of 55,000 volumes were
moved into the new addition during
a nine-hour period.

The completely air-conditioned
library addition, which has been ex-
tensively used by students and faculty
members alike throughout the year,
features the use of the “open stack™
system.

The first floor of the addition con-
tains a large reading room and the
open stacks. The second floor is set
aside for periodicals and newspapers.
The third floor of the addition pro-
vides for more open stacks and also
more reading room. With the addi-
tion, the library now seats more than
1,000 students and has space for
268.940 books.

Senator Edward V. Long of Mis-
souri designated the Pickler Memorial
Library as a Federal depository for
Federal documents and publications.

Students entered Laughlin Hall to further their
education in various fields of history, as the build-
ing houses the division of Social Science.

Freshmen were particularly interested in the
ultra-modern lecture-auditorium which was the scene
of Background of the Modern World classes.

Admissions and Maintenance offices, also in
Laughlin Hall, were bustling with students seeking
acceptance into the College and those clearing up
parking tickets.

At the east end of the main campus quadrangle,
students embarked on the Data Processing Center
located in the Kirk Building. The center was put
into use for registration purposes for the first time
this past summer.

While in the Kirk Building, many students took
advantage of the health services available at the stu-
dent clinic on the main floor.

The offices of the Dean of Student Affairs, the
Dean of Women, Freshman Enrollment, Student
Housing and Financial Aids are on the west side of
Sociability Hall.

Each of the five thousand plus students en-
rolled this past year made their way up at least once
to the third floor of the Kirk Building to be pro-
cessed for new student identification cards in the
[.D. office.

Standing on the site of the old Baldwin Hall
at the south end of the main quadrangle is the Kirk
Memorial named in honor of John R. Kirk who was
the fifth president of the College.

Off to the east side of the rotunda in the Kirk
Memorial is the office of President Emeritus, Dr.
Walter H. Ryle, who is in the process of writing a
complete history of the College. Immediately across
the rotunda is the foreign student adviser’s office.

In the basement of the Kirk Memorial is
located the College Museum which contains many
articles of historical value for Northeast Missouri
and the surrounding area.



Approximately 6,000 students, faculty members and
friends of the college daily visited the new Student Union
building which was opened October 27. The Student Union,
built at a cost of $2,500,000, provides the “living room on
campus” for the student body.

The Art Gallery also served as an impressive entrance
to the Spanish Dining Room, which seats 64 patrons, and
carries out the Spanish theme in its furnishings which in-
clude: high-backed chairs of dark wood covered with black
leather and studded with ornamental brass and imported from
Spain; tables for four which are of a wood grain design; and
a large hand-carved breakfront and service-chest imported
from Mexico. The walls are covered with dark beechwood
paneling and the electric-eye doors opening into the ultra-
modern kitchen are also covered with black leather and stud-
ded with brass. Small brass chandeliers designed in Mexico
hang from the ceiling of the Spanish room. Guests enter and
leave via a 12-foot wrought iron gate.

One of the most popular rooms used by the students was
the Snack Bar with seating capacity of 400. The gaily decor-
ated Snack Bar features several booths in the traditional
purple color and several tables and chairs scattered through-
out the dining area. Throughout the year students made use
of the “short orders™ and refreshments available in the Snack
Bar.

Directly across the concourse from the Snack Bar is
the beautifully furnished Quiet Lounge which provides a re-
laxing and comforting atmosphere for students desiring to
study or just take it easy. Adorning the Quiet Lounge are
several lounging couches and soft chairs of modern provential
styling. Three large brass chandeliers hang high above the
carpeted Quiet Lounge floor. The west wall is highlighted
by a decorative marble fireplace.

The ground floor of the Student Union features the
Games Room which was opened for approximately 100 hours
each week throughout the year. Students made continuous
use of the 14 billard tables, table tennis facilities, the eight
lanes for bowling and games tables. The brightly decorated

room is accentuated by rough cut redwood, red and
black vinyl wall coverings and a carpeted entrance.
Also on the ground floor is the College Bookstore
with 4,200 feet of sales space. The Bookstore pro-
vides the necessities needed by the college student
for his studies program. A four-chair barber shop,

also on the ground floor, in constant use during
the year.
Students and guests alike made many trips to

the top floor of the Student Union as they attended

various functions held in the Activities Room. One
of the highlights of the year for this room was the
President’s Inaugural Ball held in conjunction with
the Inauguration of Dr. F. Clark Elkins. The large
outdoor roof garden was entered through the doors
of the Activities Room. The garden, which was used
by many during the fall and winter quarters, is gaily
decorated with umbrella tables of red, white and
blue and outdoor lighting. Three hundred feet of
concrete benching surrounds the roof garden.




Six meeting rooms and a television room, with
a seating capacity of 100, were extensively used
primarily during the evening hours and o
ends e the opening of the Student Ut
overflow crowd of 809 alumni and guests filled the
Georgian Dining Room which was opened for the
first time at the Centennial Homecoming banquet.
Following that initial dinner, the room was used by
many campus and off campus organizations for
various activities.

Immediately to the south of the main entr. :
is a large patio featuring permanent concrete
benches, brick footing and numerous colorful
flower beds.

The Student Union building was constructed
by the Thomas Construction Company of St.
Joseph.

Games Room
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Over 2,300 Northeast Missouri State College
students made use of on-campus housing facilities
during the past school year. Living and dining facili-
ties were provided for students in nine dormitories
and the Home Management House. An astounding
total of over 1,750,000 meals were served by the
College food service.

Male students are housed in Dobson and Mis-
souri Halls and the Bulldog Kennels. Coeds occu-
pied suites in Ryle, Blanton, Brewer, Nason and
Grim Halls. The Adair House began an experi-
mental dormitory for senior women designed to
give the student more individual control and free-
dom in dormitory living.

The Home Management House was lived in

by approximately twelve coeds who were majoring
in home economics. Living in the house for one
quarter gave the students practical experience in
various aspects of housekeeping including finances,
marketing and house upkeep. Each student had an
opportunity to provide and exercise the leadership
of the Home Management House.

More dormitory facilities will become avail-
able in the fall of 1968 when the $2,935.000 Cen-
tennial Hall for women is completed. Facilities in-
cluding dining and living quarters will provide a
College home for approximately 680.

Centennial Hall was named in honor of the
Centennial year celebrated by the College during
1967.

Bordering the south edge of the main campus
is the Industrial Arts building which is occupied by
the division of Practical Arts and the facilities for
the college publicity photographer. The unusually
long building contains shops and equipment for
metal working, plastics, bench working, driver’s
training apparatus and other equipment necessary
for training teachers in the field of practical arts.

The Practical Arts division received word this
past year of allocation of funds for the construction
of an ultra-modern Industrial Arts building to be
tentatively scheduled for construction west of the
Pershing Building.

Science Hall students were actively engaged in
experimental projects ranging from chemical reac-
tions to the study of bacteria and their environment
as part of their training in the field of science.
Several members of the science faculty carried on
experiments for the city of Kirksville and Adair
County to provide information on the sewer filtra-
tion and bacteria deposits. Students making use of
the building ranged from general science students
to pre-osteopathic and pre-medical students.

The division of Science is anxiously awaiting
the completion of the south wing to the Science
Hall. The addition is designed to serve as a labora-
tory building, to provide additional office, research,
and classroom space for physics, chemistry, biology,
botany and zoology.
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Students taking courses in business, home
economics, mathematics, education, or in one of
the special programs became familiar with Violette
Hall as it houses these divisions. Some of the courses
in the Social Science division were also taught in
the building. The modern, totally airconditioned
unit was named in honor of E. M. Violette, a former
professor of history at the College.

Articles on noteworthy accomplishments of
students were sent to their home town newspapers
by the Public Relations and Information Service,
while the Alumni Office corresponded with the more
than 15,000 graduates of the College.

Students concerned about their honor point
ratio or the various testing programs were often in
contact with the Personnel Office which was moved
to the second floor of Violette Hall in the early part
of winter quarter. The Teacher Education Office
took care of all students who planned to receive a
degree in education.

Students interested in photography got ac-
quainted with that department, while journalism
enthusiasts spent many hours in the Echo-Index
office.

A student paused to admire the landscape of
the Violette Hall Mall in the upper right picture
as she contemplated the discussion in her previous
class.

Married students and their families wishing to
live on campus were provided apartments for their
convenience. Campbell Apartments were named
after the Campbell family from whom the land was
obtained. Fair Apartments were named in honor of
Eugene Fair, the sixth president of the College.

Members of several of the Bulldog athletic
teams were provided with housing in the Bulldog
Kennels located adjacent to the Stokes Stadium
field. Also housed in the Kennels is the football
training room, equipment room and coaching of-
fices.

“I accept the office of President of Northeast
Missouri State College and pledge to it the best of
my abilities, strength, and purpose,” pledged Dr.
F. Clark Elkins as he accepted the charge by the
Board of Regents on November 7.

In the College’s first Inaugural Address of the
second century, Dr. Elkins expressed the need to
restore the status of teaching and extended energies
in a more effective education system. He emphasized
that, “We must commit more of our energies toward
helping our various lay publics to see that ‘the
schools of America must save America,” as formerly
stated by the American Bar Association.”

Before assuming the Presidency on February I,
1967, Dr. Elkins served as President of Chadron
State College, Chadron, Nebraska. He is a graduate
of Paris, Arkansas, High School, received the B.A.
from Arkansas State Teachers College, the M.A.
from University of Arkansas, and the Doctorate of
Social Science at Syracuse University. The new pres-
ident has also attended the University of North
Carolina and has done post-doctoral study at the
University of Minnesota.
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Inauguration Day was rigorous for the entire Elkins family. A mid-
day break gave photographers an opportunity to take a family picture.

Missouri Governor Warren E. Hearnes and President F. Clark Elkins
were interviewed by WGEM-TV following the president’s inaugura-
tion.

An examiner and consultant for the North
Central Association of Colleges and Secondary
Schools, Dr. Elkins is also chairman of the Visita-
tion and Accreditation Committee for the Western
Section of the National Council on Accreditation
for Teacher Education.

Dr. Elkins’ wife, Norma, is a former elementary
school teacher, and his daughter, Annette, is a junior
high school student. Family interests center around
education. books, and music.

Fritschel Becomes New

Dean of Instruction

Dr. Arthur L. Fritschel was named Dean of
Instruction at the College during the past summer
quarter.

A native of Minneapolis, Dean Fritschel at-
tended Colorado State College at Greeley, receiving
the Bachelor of Arts degree in music, the Masters
degree from Northwestern University and the Doc-
torate degree from Colorado University. He has
also done post-doctorate study at Colorado Univer-
sity and Stanford.

Piloting several changes in the academic pro-
gram as chairman of the Curriculum Committee,
Dean Fritschel’s responsibilities also carried him into
the role of preparing special reports for the United
States Office of Education and for the Missouri

staff members.

Prior to his appointment here, Dr. Fritschel
taught in the public schools of Colorado, Nebraska,
Towa, and Illinois for six years. In 1946, he joined
the faculty of Western Illinois University at Macomb
and since 1957, served as Head of the Department
of Education at Western Illinois.

Data Processing

EDUCATION

Under the direction of Dr. Taylor Lindsey, the
twenty-two faculty members of the Education division
helped prepare approximately five-hundred students this
past academic year who will be entering the teaching pro-
fession in the fall of 1968.

The division of Home Economics provides a major
which prepares teachers of vocational home economics for
the degree of Bachelor of Science in Education and qualifies
them to teach in Missouri schools. Certification is granted on
application and presentation of official transcript to the State
Department of Education (Home Economics) in Jefferson
City.
