On Janua ry 6 , 1959, a Planning Committee of 
the faculty was appointed whose function was to lead 
in formulating a long time program for the expansion 
and development of the teacher education program of 
the Missouri State Teachers College. This committee 
attempted to establish and organize the framework for 
a long time program that would cover all phases of 
our College's activities. 

During the past year our College has grown to 
new heights. The enrollment reached nearly 3,300 stu­
dents. Dobson Hall, a new dormitory housing 484 
boys, was opened last September. The construction of 

another new dormitory housing 618 girls will soon be 
started.

Not only did a Homecoming victory make the day brighter, 
but Kirksville retained possession of the famed hickory stick over 
arch-rival Maryville. The Bulldogs could do no wrong. Jack Ball 
had a particularly fruitful afternoon, passing for 295 yards and 
directing a ground offensive that racked up an additional 221 
yards. Joe Minton was the scoring standout for Kirksville with 
I 8 points while Jack Jones, Ted Michael, and Milt McPike also 
scored for the 'Dogs; Jones and McPike via the air routes.

The Parsons Col­
lege Wildcats entered the Mineral Water Bowl 
contest with a perfect 9-0 won-lost record and 
a bu ild-up which would have made any op­
ponent's opportunity for victory appear bleak.

Five Bulldogs selected to all-conference eleven 

In a decade of head coaching at Northeast 
Missouri State, Maurice "Red" Wade has direct­
ed no finer team with more impressive creden­
tials than the 1961 version of Bulldog gridders. 
With but a single blemish on their record, the 
196 I Bulldogs established themselves as the most 
successful team in KSTC history with a 9- l sea­
sonal mark. Included in Bulldog accomplish­
ments were a victory in the first bowl game in 
the school's history, the Mineral Water Bowl in 
Excelsior Springs, Missouri, and an undisputed 
conference championship, the second in as many 
years. 

En route to the league title, the Northeast 
Missourians impressed conference coaches to the 
extent that nine regular squadmen were placed 
on the first two all-conference teams. Those 
named to the mythical eleven were senior end 
Milt McPike of Jacksonville, lllinois; sophomore 
tackle Dave Grant of St. Louis; senior guard Ron 
Stark of St. Petersburg, Florida; senior center 
Pat Claywell of St. Louis; and junior quarterback 
Jack Ball of Chicago. 

Bulldog representatives on the second squad 
included senior end Allen Church of East St. 
Louis, Illinois; junior tackle Fred Lyles of St.
