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Truman Makes Money's Top Ten List 
For Fifth Year in a Row 
I I TJlere is always this myth in 

.l America that only a name college, 
only a Harvard and only a Yale, provides 
a great education - it's just not true," said 
Frank Lalli, Money magazine managing 
editor, when the magazine's Top Ten 
College Buys were announced on 
Prime Tune Live, an ABC-TV news­
magazine. 

For the fifth consecutive year, 
Truman State University is ranked 
among Money magazine's Top Ten Best 
College Buys in the country. Ranking 
number eight in the nation, Truman is, 
once again, the only Missouri public 
institution to make Money's "Top 100" list. 
Truman was also ranked as the number 
one best value in the Midwest and third 
among highly selective schools, 

ABC's Chief Correspondent Chris 
Wallace said the key to the list is what you 
get for your money. "Besides the obvious, 
rich social life and graduation rates, Money 
looked for other signs of value, such as 
whether students are serious about their 
studies," Wallace said. 

According to Money, one of the hall­
marks of this year's featured schools is the 
student accessibility to professors. 

"In general, faculty members at the 
smaller colleges on our list, like Truman 
State, are more apt to reach out to students 
than are professors at huge state universi­
ties . .. ," reads the September 1997 Maney 
magazine article, "Top 10: What Makes 
Them Great." "Says Truman State junior 
Reggi Padberg, who is majoring in psy­
chology: My biggest class had 60 students, 
but the higher-level classes have only 10 or 
15, It's easy to talk to the faculty. When you 
do have problems, you're not lost in the 
shuffle. I've probably been to every profes-

sor's office at least 
once. Adds Megan 
Edwards, a Truman 
State senior who's 
also majoring in 
psychology: I like 
the fact that all my 
teachers know my 
name and give me 
their home phone 
numbers." 

Money's 1998 
edition ranks the 
top 100 schools 
based on the results 

of 16 factors that include class rank, high 
school GPA, freshman retention rates, 
graduation rates, percentage of graduates 
going on to graduate and professional 
schools and student loan default rates. 

"Truman's continued presence in 
Money's top ten best buys speaks to the 
commitment of our University to provide 
an educational experience of high-quality 
at a price that is affordable," said President 
Jack Magruder "Each citizen of Missouri 
can be proud that one of its state universi­
ties has gained nationwide recognition."
